• Broken glass 
• Cups, dishes, glass windows, plates, Pyrex.-, ceramics, mirrors, light

Plastic containers not acceptable include: 
• Plastic shopping bags 
• Clamshell containers
• Plastic food wrap, potato chip and sandwich bags 
• Styrofoam,_ 

• Automotive fluid bottles (oil, antifreeze, brake fluid)
